 In philosophy, there are three transcendentals: 
the good, the true, and the beautiful. We can come into a 
relationship with God through any of these three  
experiences. For the next 3 weeks, I would like to give an 
example of how this can happen using one of the  
transcendentals. 
 My first example is coming to God through 
goodness or kindness. I had a great uncle named Carl 
Cunningham who was born in Butte, Nebraska in 1893 
and died there in 1955. Obviously I never met him (I was 
born in 1966), but I did celebrate Mass once on top of his 
motherôs grave. Carl had a hard life, harder than most 
people even in that time. Carlôs father abandoned the 
family in 1898. Then his oldest brother died in 1900. 
Then his mother died in 1905. At that point, he and his 
sister (my grandmother) were adopted out to neighboring 
farm families. Carl was taken in by the Bolton family, but 
they mistreated him. In fact, they made him go fetch the 
cows even when he had no shoes to wear. But also, Carl 
was acting out as a result of losing his family. At age 15, 
he decided to go live on his own. He hitched a train and 
travelled to Texas where he went to work for the railroad 
for several years. 
 One day Carl was found unconscious near the 
railroad tracks in a small Texas town. A stranger found 
him and put him in a hospital where Carl was diagnosed 
with erysipelas, an acute skin infection that is accompa-
nied by a high fever.  The stranger paid all medical costs 
and wanted to remain anonymous, although Carl later 
learned that this person belonged to a Masonic Lodge. 
Carl never forgot the kindness shown him. 
 Years later, Carl returned to Nebraska to begin 
farming. He got married and then was drafted a month 
later to fight in France in World War I. After he returned 
to the United States, he started work as a postal carrier in 
addition to being a farmer. People said he got the mail 
delivered no matter what the weather was doing. Also, he 
turned out to be a successful farmer. 
 Carl was very involved in his Congregational 
Church, as was his family. At some point, Carl decided to 
pay an old debt. He found out how much the stranger had 
paid to the hospital in Texas years before. He paid three 
times that amount to the local Masonic Lodge in that 
small Texas town. 
 Iôve related only a few of the hard parts of Carlôs 
life. Some people who go through things like this either 
give up or get really angry. Carlôs anchor was God. He 
literally had no one else as a young man. I believe the 
reason for this had much to do with that stranger who 
stepped in right when Carlôs life was at its lowest. Carl 
knew that God was taking care of him using people like 
this kind stranger.
